4 SHRUBBERY ROAD, WORCESTER 

 
A well-appointed EDWARDIAN TERRACED HOUSE  occupying a predominantly 
west-facing position in Shrubbery Road close to its’ junction with St. George’s  Lane 
North. This is an established locality on the northern side of Worcester affording easy 
access into the city centre and with a good range of shops for day to day requirements 
close to hand at Barbourne. 
 
Of traditional red brick elevations the house is far more spacious than a cursory 
external viewing would suggest and has been well improved and maintained over the 
years: the roof has been retiled, there is timber and damproofing documentation, gas 
central heating has been installed (via a combination boiler) together with 
replacement double-glazing where specified. 
 
In addition, the kitchen is well fitted (to include Oven, Hob and Extractor) and the 
bathroom suite has only very recently been fitted. 
 
The loft space here is particularly large and would lead the observer to assume ample 
scope for a loft conversion.  
 
Off-road Parking  is available on the brick paved front forecourt (the kerb is lowered 
for access on this side of the road) and there is a Long Rear Garden with gate access 
to the Canal.

Upvc front entrance door with pattern double-glazed inset panels, to:- 
 
ENTRANCE VESTIBULE  
Inner door with obscure pattern glazed inset panels to:- 
 
RECEPTION HALL  
Feature ceiling arch. Single panel radiator. Stairs off :- 
 
LOUNGE: 13’6” x 9’5”  
Upvc double-glazed bay window to front aspect. Tiled fireplace, polished wood 
display shelves and tiled hearth plinth. Gas point. Double panel radiator. T.V. aerial 
point. Telephone point. Display recessed to each side of chimneybreast. Two thirteen 
amp power points.  
 
DINING ROOM 13’ x 12’3”  
Upvc double-glazed window to rear aspect. Traditional style and distinctive fire 
surround with tiled inset panel, marble hearth plinth and fitted gas fire. Built in 
cupboards to recess with glazed upper doors. Double panel radiator. T.V. point. 
Telephone point. Four thirteen amp power points. Coved ceiling. Deep understairs 
storage cupboard with electric light.

KITCHEN 12’3” x 8’  
Upvc double-glazed window to side aspect. Pattern ceramic wall tiling. Range of units 
comprising: single stainless steel  drainer sink unit with mixer taps set in long roll 
edge woodblock affect roll edge pattern work surface with cupboard and space under 
(plumbing for automatic washing machine). Adjoining matching roll edge pattern 
work surface with drawer cupboard and space under. Long matching roll edge pattern 
work surface with inset four-plate Stoves ‘Newhome’ ceramic Hob – six drawers and 
two cupboards under. Stainless steel Oven at medium height within tall storage unit 
having one cupboard above and one beneath. Further smaller matching roll edge 
pattern work surface/breakfast-bar. Range of four wall cupboards. Extractor above 
hob unit. Further double wall cupboard. Further single wall cupboard. Xpelair unit. 
Cooker point. Nine thirteen amp power points. Fluorescent strip light. Towel rail to 
external door with small (single glazed) window adjacent. 
 
SHOWER ROOM: 6’6” x 5’4”  
Upvc obscure and double-glazed window to side. Fully tiled walls. Walk-in shower 
with Triton T100e shower unit, riser, attachment rail and curtain. Pedestal wash hand 
basin. Low level close coupled W.C. Dimplex heater. Single panel radiator. 
‘Manrose’ extractor. 
 
Staircase 
With wall mounted central heating thermostat. 
 
FIRST FLOOR LANDING  
 
BEDROOM ONE: 13’ x  11’2”  
Two upvc double-glazed windows to front aspect. Original fire grate retained. Single 
panel radiator. Two thirteen amp power points. 
 
BEDROOM TWO: 13’ x 12’4”  
Single glazed window to rear aspect. Built-in wardrobe cupboard with access to roof 
space. Double panel radiator. Two thirteen amp power points. 
 
BEDROOM THREE/ DRESSING ROOM / OFFICE: 12’3”  (max) x 8’ 
Sash window to side aspect. Double fitted airing cupboard- lower section shelved, 
upper section housing the Vaillant gas fired combination boiler for central heating and 
all domestic hot water. Original fire grate retained. Two thirteen amp power points. 
 
BATHROOM  
Upvc double-glazed window to rear aspect. New suite in White comprising: panelled 
bath, pedestal wash hand basin and close coupled low level W.C.

OUTSIDE 
 
FRONT: 
The property affords a frontage of some 14’ being set back from the roadway behind a 
brick-paved ‘forecourt’ area of some 12’ (min) in depth affording Off-road Parking  
for a single vehicle. 
 
 
REAR 
The rear garden extends to some 95’ (approx) with paved area alongside kitchen and 
shower room, paved path, paved sitting-out area, stoned area and a vegetable plot of  
good size. There is a metal garden storeshed 9’ x 6’. 
 
The gate to the rear boundary gives access to the canal which runs along the rear, 
parallel to Shrubbery Road.
