15, KNIGHT STREET, ST. JOHN’S  

 
A well-appointed older style SEMI-DETACHED HOUSE  of some character 
occupying a cul-de-sac position in Knight Street off Lambert Road and within 
walking distance of the excellent amenities in St. John’s on the western side of 
Worcester. Of brick with rendered front and all weatherproof coated elevations  under 
a tiled roof, the property is offered in good order having been conscientiously 
improved and maintained by the present owner. 
 
The accommodation, which includes many particular features briefly comprises:  
 
FRONT SITTING ROOM,    SEPARATE REAR DINING ROOM,   15’ 
KITCHEN,   LANDING,   BEDROOM ONE (Double- with built in louvered 
wardrobes),  BEDROOM TWO (also Double) and   BATHROOM.   GAS 
CENTRAL HEATING  is provided by a ‘Worcester’ combination boiler which also 
supplies all domestic hot water. DOUBLE-GLAZING  is installed and as specified. 
 
The house is set back from the roadway behind a lawned foregarden with pathway. At 
the rear is a good rear garden in two main sections as later described. Beyond the 
garden is the AMPLE CAR SPACE approached via Lambert Road (the kerb has 
been lowered for access). 
 
DIRECTIONS  
From New Road via the Bull ring proceed up into St. John’s going straight over at the 
lights into Bromyard Road. Turn right immediately after the next set of traffic lights 
into Comer Road, then first left into Lambert Road. Knight Street is the second 
turning on the right hand side, No 15 situated just a little way along on the left.

Staircase off 
 
FRONT SITTING ROOM 12’4” x 11’  
Aluminium framed double-glazed window to front aspect. Attractive polished wood 
fireplace surround with marble inset panel, matching marble hearth plinth and Living 
Flame gas fire. Low level built-in cupboards to recess with fitted shelving above. 
Understairs display area. Single panel radiator. T.V. point. Five thirteen amp power 
points. Coved ceiling. 
 



REAR DINING ROOM 12’ x 11’  
Aluminium framed double-glazed window to rear aspect. Brass surround to fitted 
Living Flame gas fire with raised quarry tiled hearth plinth. Display recesses to each 
side of the chimneybreast. Long single panel radiator. Dado rail. Central heating 
thermostat. Telephone point. Four thirteen amp power points. 
 
GALLEY KITCHEN: 15’ x 6’  
Upvc  double-glazed windows to both rear and side. Range of units and wall 
cupboards briefly comprising: stainless steel single drainer sink unit with mixer taps 
set in full width roll edge pattern work surface with cupboards and space under 
(plumbing for automatic washing machine). Long roll edge pattern work surface with 
three drawers, two cupboards and space under. Wood grain effect work surface with 
shelf unit under. Five fitted wall cupboards with jug compartment rack under. Cooker 
extractor. Ceiling spotlight unit. Double panel radiator. Cooker point. Six thirteen 
amp power points. Pattern ceramic wall tiling. Woodgrain effect laminate flooring. 
Upvc double-glazed external door to side.

FIRST FLOOR LANDING  
Access to roof space. 
 
BEDROOM ONE: 11’ x 9’  
Aluminium framed double-glazed window to front aspect. Two double built-in 
wardrobes with louvered doors and (4) overhead storage cupboards. Single built-in 
wardrobe / storage cupboard with louvered door. Walk in wardrobe / storage 
cupboard with wall mounted Worcester gas fired combination boiler for central 
heating and all domestic hot water. Single panel radiator. Two thirteen amp power 
points. 
 
BEDROOM TWO: 11’6” x 11’  
Aluminium framed double-glazed window to rear aspect. Dado rail. Single panel 
radiator. Four thirteen amp power points. 
 
BATHROOM  
Upvc double (obscure) glazed window. Patterned tiled (panelled to dado height) 
walls. Panelled bath with mixer taps incorporating shower attachment (rail and 
curtain), pedestal wash hand basin and low level W.C. Double panelled radiator. 
Towel rail. Woodgrain effect flooring.
